●
meets for 2 weeks each December to January; for 12 weeks March through May on Tuesdays through Thursdays.  This coordinates with the first semester ending in January and the second semester beginning in February.  Students working with children during the first semester are first level child development students and work with children at the end of their course; those working with the children March through May are second and third level students.
●
has a morning session only & is planned for 7:55 to 11:35 for the 09-10 school year.  The PHS scheduling for teachers and students dictates the schedule and it varies from year to year.  There is NO pre-post care for the children.  The program relies on parents and others who can drop off and pick up the children according to the high school schedule.
●
requires the child to be at least three years old by October 1 and completely potty trained and able to toilet independently.

●
serves a daily snack half way through the morning.
●
enrolls 15 preschool children.  Some children return for several years until kindergarten.

●
has been part of Family and Consumer Science curriculum since 1986 and is free to preschool parents.

●
is based upon developmentally appropriate activities for 3 to 5 year olds.  Physical, intellectual, social, and emotional developments are stressed.  
●
meets in a room dedicated to early childhood development where there is a child-scaled bathroom adjacent to the classroom.  There is a two-way mirror for parents to observe the children without the children knowing.  Parent parking is close to the classroom.
●
includes a courtyard playground for outdoor play when the weather permits.
●
has at least four different child development classes of 15 to 18 students each working with your child.  The high ratio of teen-to-child affords each high school student the opportunity to observe and apply his or her textbook lessons.  Each child has the opportunity for peer and adult socialization and intellectual development.
●
affords the high school students opportunities to teach the children in coordination with one to two certified Family and Consumer Science teachers who are always present with the preschool class.
●
provides the opportunity for the high school students to plan and implement various learning center topics.  Each high school student enrolled in the program plans and presents gross motor games, craft, dramatic play, science, and quiet table activities in learning centers.  Students also teach finger plays, read stories, and plan, direct and present a closing program using the PHS auditorium stage with child participation.  Parents are invited to see the "production" of songs, poems, and finger plays at the closing program at the end of each May.
●
Registration: occurs in June for the following school year. 
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
